Curriculum

The present curriculum used in the Cyber Security Program has been developed in line with the National
Curriculum. Also, the local content has been developed in line with the Computer Science Curriculum standard of
ACM (Association for Computing Machinery), several local and foreign universities, national and international game
industry (developer, publisher), up-to-date cyber attack and threat trends, so that the graduates of the Cyber
Security Program are expected to be able to face cyber security challenge at both a national and international level.

Generally, the subjects of the curriculum are divided into these following groups of subjects:

Core Computer Science Group
The objective of this group is to provide grounding in Cyber Security Program through practice as well as applied

theory which is required by business both now and in the future. The subjects that are included in this group are
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programming, algorithm design and analysis, software engineering, databases, computer graphs, interactive
multimedia, computer and human interaction, operation system, Cyber Security Analysis, Secure Web Technology

and Cyber Forensic.

Science
The objective of this group is to provide an understanding of mathematics as one of the principal foundations of
computer science. Another objective is to give an understanding of scientific methodology (data collection,

hypothesis, research methodology, analysis) in problem solving.

The objective of this group is to develop the personal strengths of the student and to provide him or her with a
professional character, professionalism in their field, management skills, oral and written communication skills,
